4. The present Decision may be appealed against in accordance with the procedure
established by the Law on Administrative Proceedings of the Republic of Lithuania, either to
the Lithuanian Administrative Disputes Commission or directly to the Vilnius Chamber of the
Regional Administrative Court, within one month from the date of receipt of the notification of
the adopted decision.
